Art 3:  The contest is public and will take place Saturday 18th Fegruary 
2012 between 9 am and 8 pm by "G. Verdi" Musical Institute Concert 
Hall in Via Natta n.22 in Asti.  

Grand pianos are available for trials over all the contest days between 8 
and 9 am and during lunch breaks. 

Art 6: The contest is adressed to soloists pianist up to and including the 
age of 20 and it is divided into heat and final performance. 

The evaluation will be expressed with YES or NO and it will be at the 
end of the heat. 

The judges in the final will decide a First, a Second and a Third Prize. 

The First Prize cannot be shared, the Second and the Third might be 
given to joint winners by dividing the scholarship. 

No more than 5 candidates will be admitted to the final. The winner will 
be elected at the end of the final. 

The judges' decision is unappellable. 

The heat cannot last longer than 18 minutes. The final cannot last longer 
than 26 minutes. 

It is not compulsory to perform by heart. 

The program of the heat is free, but it must include at least: a study by 
whatever composer plus a composition by a Classic author and a compo-
sition by a Romantic author. The final program is free and the heat's 
pieces cannot be performed again. 

The application fee is 60 euros. It is possible to apply for both contests, 
by paying the corresponding fee.

ART.1- The Contest is open to all musicians, whatever their nationality 
or professional training.

ART.3- The contest is public and it will take place in front of the examiners 
on 16th-17th-18th –19th February from 9 a.m. till 20 p.m; 

You are allowed to try pianos and the hall’s acoustics , over the contest’s days 
from 8 a.m till 9 a.m  and during the lunch breaks. 

The institute is supplied with several training classrooms with piano, avail-
able  over  the whole contest time. 

SECTIONS, CATEGORIES, APPLICATION FEES 

The contest is adressed to 11 sections: soloist piano, four hands and two 

pianos, the strings, the winds, opera singers, chamber music, guitar, harp , 

accordion, choir. 

Each section is divided into five age categories. 

For the harp section the candidate should bring their own. 

One is allowed to sign into a category superior but not inferior to your own 

age. 

The age of the chamber music partecipants is calculated as the average of 

their ages. 

The results of each category will be revealed at the end of the category itself. 

The winners of the 8 sections must take part to the concert open to public on 

Sunday 19th February (free entry) by "Circolo Culturale Giraudi" of Asti at 

16.30, when the authorities assembled there will give the prizes and the 

plaques. Those who won't be there will lose their right to the prize.

The average will be calculated according to the unquestionable judjement of 

the Commission: each examiner will give their own classification that will be 

put together with the other examiners’ to strike the average.
